At night, local children perform kabuki on carts, but the
highlight is the Nanahokai Procession (Bride ‘parade.’)
The Tajima Gionsai is one of the top Gionsai in Japan
and attracts visitors and photographers from all over
the country. Unmarried women dress up in traditional
bride clothing and walk in a parade down the main
street of Tajima, carrying offerings to the shrine. All
together, more than 100 people participate. It’s truly a
wonderful sight.
